The Lisa and Douglas Goldman Fund announces grants totaling $4.68 million awarded at its March and June Board meetings addressing such issues as reducing the influence of money in politics, advancing sustainable paper production, strengthening early literacy development, engaging young adults in Jewish life, and protecting access to abortion services.
Grants include:

Democracy and Civil Liberties

Democracy Initiative Education Fund, $85,000, Washington, DC, to provide communications tools for a coalition of civil rights, environmental, good government, and labor organizations working to improve and protect democracy in the US.
Demos, $50,000, New York, NY, to expose the problems associated with money in politics and its connection to the economy and to build support for solutions.
Environment
Paper Consumption Initiative, $161,000 to five organizations for a comprehensive and coordinated effort to reduce paper consumption in the US. 

Association for the Advancement of Sustainability in Higher Education, $36,000, Philadelphia, PA, to provide 10 to 12 higher education institutions with training and support to implement behavior-based campaigns to reduce paper consumption.
Environmental Paper Network, $20,000, Asheville, NC, to provide coordination, knowledge sharing, and resources for Environmental Paper Network member organizations working to reduce paper consumption.
Green America, $50,000, Washington, DC, to analyze the environmental impacts of paper receipt waste, propose economically-viable solutions to businesses to end their use of paper receipts, and engage consumers in taking action.
Product Stewardship Institute, $20,000, Boston, MA, to promote a phone book opt-out toolkit and encourage phone book opt-out campaigns by government agencies and organizations. 
Story of Stuff, $35,000, Berkeley, CA, to support technology enhancements and marketing efforts for a service to cancel catalogs and other types of paper junk mail.
Education and Literacy
Tandem, Partners in Early Learning, $25,000, San Francisco, CA, to engage pediatric medical staff and volunteers in supporting pediatric patients’ early language and literacy development.
The Berkeley House Foundation, $100,000, Berkeley, CA, to develop a broader network of University of California, Berkeley alumni to serve as mentors to Cal student entrepreneurs.   

Health and Recreation

Crohn’s & Colitis Foundation of America, $25,000, New York, NY, to upgrade the Power of Two program and better enable patients and caregivers to connect to others who share similar experiences.

Berkeley Hillel, $500,000, Berkeley, CA, to enable Berkeley Hillel to redesign and renovate its facility to better serve students and the community.

Center for Reproductive Rights, $100,000, New York, NY, to ensure access to abortion services by litigating cases in the US that challenge barriers to abortion provider training and restrictions on the types of physicians who can provide abortion care.
Medical Students for Choice, $50,000, Philadelphia, PA, to support medical students working to make reproductive healthcare, including abortion, integral to standard medical education and residency training.
National Network of Abortion Funds, $15,000, Boston, MA, to build the capacity of abortion funding groups to respond more efficiently and effectively to requests for financial assistance from women in need.
San Francisco Bay Area Institutions and Projects
Fine Arts Museums of San Francisco, $1,000,000, San Francisco, CA, to foster the development of contemporary art projects, including new exhibitions, installations, performances, multimedia projects, and outreach programs.  $1,000,000 over four years (2017-2020)
